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Event Rules: 

 

1. This competition is run under ESNZ Eventing rules & NZPCA rules (Annex 5). 

2. A Health & Safety document will be displayed outside the Event Secretary office, please take time to 

read. 

3. Springston Pony Club and National Equestrian Centre (NEC) accept no responsibility for injury, loss or 

damage to property, horse or pony, rider or spectator. 

4. Any rider who has suffered a concussion or suspected concussion within 21 days of competition may 

not compete, unless in possession of medical clearance from a qualified Medical Doctor, in accordance 

with NZPCA regulations. 

5. RIDING HELMETS shall be NZPCA approved with a red tag and are to be worn at all times while 

MOUNTED. 

6. BACK PROTECTORS shall be NZPCA approved with a red tag and are compulsory for the cross-country 

phases. 

7. Gear check is required for all phases for 65 and 80cm, compulsory gear check for XC for 95cm.  There 

may be random gear checks for all other classes.  

8. Dressage tests for 65cm & 80cm can be commanded. 

9. No whips may be carried for any of the dressage tests.  Spurs may be worn.  

10. Correct attire for all phases (Annex 5).  Pony Club uniform acceptable.  Long hair must be tied up. 

11. Disciplinary action will be taken for any breach of the NZPCA Code of Conduct, any breach under 

Eventing rules of dangerous riding (Article 639) or abuse of horse (Article 640).   

12. Printed back numbers will NOT be supplied.  PLEASE REMEMBER TO PRINT YOUR BACK NUMBER AND  

BRING YOUR BACK NUMBER HOLDER. 

13. For any queries regarding scoring during the day, please fill out a query form at the office, as this is the 

most efficient way of resolving any issues.  Protests must be submitted to the event secretary in 

writing within 30 minutes of the result being posted and accompanied by $30 which will be returned if 

protest upheld. 

14. Prize giving will be held approximately 30 minutes after the posting of final class scores providing there 

are no protests.  Prizes not collected by end of competition on Sunday will be forfeited.  

15. The event will be held wet or fine.  In extreme weather conditions if the event is cancelled this will be 

posted on the Springston Pony Club Facebook page the night prior and all riders will be notified by 

email.  

16. If eliminated you may NOT continue and must walk back.  A single fall on XC means elimination. 

17. If a rider falls, they must be checked by St John before riding another phase, horse or before leaving 

the grounds. 

18. Dogs allowed but must be on a leash.   

19. Please keep parking area clean and tidy and use area provided for manure. All hay and manure to be 

picked up.
